Since the Marston Vale Trust bought the Grange Estate in 2006, we've been

busy making improvements to this lovely area. A great deal of work was done
last winter to improve access between Willington village and the River Great

Ouse. Here's a taste...

@ Structural repairs and replacement of
broken handrails on the old haul road
bridge off Church End on Route 51.

@ Trench sheeting was installed on the
river banks at several locations to
repair bank erosion that threatened to
damage the new cycle trail.

@ Three easily accessible fishing and
viewing platforms have been built on
the river's edge.

These fantastic
improvements have
been funded by:

@ Seven rustic benches were installed in
locations around the Grange, most of
which give great views of the river.

® A new bridleway link was created
between the Grange Estate and Castle
Mill Lock; a dry alternative to the
bridleway beneath the often-flooded
A421 bridge.

@ New signposts and information panels
will be installed this summer, to make
navigation easier.
